Montreal, June 22, 2020 — Mary Queen of the World Cathedral reopened its main doors today,
restricting church attendance to the 50-person limit recently announced by government public-health
officials.

https://seletlumieretv.org. That day, the regular mass schedule — open to the public — will resume
only at 12:30 p.m.
